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Indoor and outdoor pools are contaminated by a number of human-borne and airborne contaminants, which can come
from a variety of sources.

Chlorine’s powerful
disinfectant qualities come from its ability to bond with and destroy the outer surfaces of bacteria and viruses.

Chlorine Production by Electrolysis

Through the process of electrolysis, a saline solution
pass over an electrolytic cell, then the saline solution
is separated into its basic components: chlorine and
sodium. The chlorine is instantaneously transformed into
Hypochlorous acid; this is the chlorine form that kills algae
and other harmful organism in the water.

A chlorine generator’s main function is to produce chlorine
e for the pool. This keeps a residual of chlorine in the pool
that prevents algae from growing. The chlorine then turns
back into salt and the system continues as long as the
generator is functioning properly.

Long Life Salt Cell:

The Electrochlor’s salt cell consists of a series of titanium
electrodes with opposite charges. Electrochlor’s clear salt
cell housing allows visual inspection of the salt cell plates
and enables monitoring of chlorine production.

The cell housing is constructed using clear U.V. stabilized
acrylic. Both anode and cathode of the self-clean
chlorinator are made from uniquely coated titanium mesh
to add extra durability and life.

Once an Electrochlor is installed and the desirable salt
level is achieved (see table), salt needs only to be added
occasionally to replace any water loss e.g. splash out,
evaporation, backwashing.

Is there a difference between salt chlovinator’

chlovine and normal’ chlovine?

A salt chlorinator makes chlorine the same way a chlorine
factory does. The difference is that it is manufactured in
your pool. Liquid chlorine is approximately 12.5% pure,
whereas Electrochlor’s chlorine is 100% pure.

Will | ever need to add standard pool chlorine
ajm'n ?
From time to time it may become necessary to add some

chlorine to the pool. This may be due to heavy rain or if
the chlorine level needs to be shocked back up.

Does the salt damaje /700/ eqm,'omenf?

No. Low levels of salt have relatively insignificant corrosive
effects on pool fittings and equipment.

How do | ﬂet started?

It’s easy! After installing your salt chlorinator, you simply
add the recommended amount of salt to your pool and
choose your desired chlorine level.

How much salt will | need?

1 kg of salt in 1,000 litres of water raises the salt level by
1,000ppm. Therefore, 420 kg of salt will raise a 70,000
litres pool from 0 ppm to 6,000 ppm.

What type of salt should [ use?

High purity salt, it is important that the salt does not
contain additives. Any common salt (like table salt)
usually has an additive that may have staining properties.
